Spring Clean  is an experimental animation of a dolls house exploring themes of 

memory and time. Toys often stand alone, sometimes untouched  for many years, 

but  still hold the feeling  and memory  of being played with. The  viewer can at 

times be unsure if the room  is real or imaginary, alluding to the way in which the 

child plays. For them, the boundaries between the imaginary and real world 

often blur. The viewer is invit ed to immerse his/her self in the hypnotic rhythmical 

feeling the repetitive artwork creates; a chance to lose oneself in a world of 

daydreams.  

 

Mary Anderson studied time -based art at Duncan of Jordanstone College of Art 

in 2000. Since then she has exhibi ted in the UK and internationally. Her artistic 

practice focuses on the areas of sound, video and installation, creating works 

that lead the viewer into an immersion of experience. This use of repetition and 

motion is common within her practice. The abstra ction of images and objects 

from the norm create new experiences that question the way we interact and 

view our surroundings and view of the world.

Re::play  merges old and new tec hnologies by displaying a video inside an E nsign 

box camera from the 1910s -1920s. The work explores the encounter held 

between the viewer and the figure in the video. Looking through the camera 

brings about a sense of wonderment and discovery conjured up f rom a historical 

object. The black and white flickering image of a woman slowly progressing 

towards the viewer provokes the notion of past time and of time forgotten, of 

unstable memories brought out of context and on constant replay. It becomes 

unclear wh ether the viewer is the subject or object of the gaze, is watching or 

being watched, is the captured image or the consumer.  

 

Emily Bailey creates  video installations that explore the materiality of digital 

media. Looking for ways to construct space through  sound and moving image 

technology, her work questions the presence that these technologies have on 

the viewer and the architecture in which it has been placed. She is engaged in 

creating spaces of spectacle through manipulating mechanical or natural 

occur rences from the everyday. A key concern is with the movement of sound 

or imagery and how this is firstly generated from the environment and then 

abstracted into the viewerõs space.

Feathers and pegs 

become a swarm of birds, resting for a moment. Are they chattering? Kissing?

Draw Fast  comprises two separate studies of a pencil and pen, with the action 

speeded up. In sketch 1, the shape of the gestures becomes the foreground, 

created by the motion blur of the simpl e repetitive action. This makes it the 

depiction of movement rather than the crude shape drawn on the paper.  In 

sketch 2, a ball gradually fills the screen, the rapidity of the sketch creating the 

illusion of slowness. In both, the viewer is invited to wa tch a long performative 

piece compressed into a short timescale.  Similar to child -like doodles, the 

process is more important than the outcome.  
 

Stephen Conning graduated from Central Saint Martins in 2000 and now exhibits 

nationally. His practice is focus ed on the exploration of ideas around domestic 

space. Working primarily with video, he has looked at the sculptural quality of 

objects and mechanisms in and around the space in which he lives and works; 

he is intrigued by the many perspectives that can be captured and considered. 

Often working with CCD Micro cameras, he is interested in the microscopic 

quality of the image produced.

Outside  is a work from the òsimpleó experience of observing Chinese life, a 

document of outdoor performances in Beijing 24 -hour street life. It documents 

the day -to -day process or act of filmmaking. Perhaps it can be best described as 

an observerõs view of Beijing as it is today; scenes of what foreigners and tourists/ 

travellers may pick up on in this huge and sprawling metropolis. Observational in 

nature, this film is not a social criticism or a cry for help. It could thus be 

interpreted as an ethnographic study of movement in contemporary Beijing.  

 

Sergio Cruz is Portuguese and now lives in London as an artist/filmmaker. He 

initially studied Sound and Image at Fine Art universities in Portugal and Holland. 

With the objective of combining his interest in cinema, performance and fine 

arts, Cruz undertook two master degrees in London, the first in Fine Arts at Central 

Saint Martins and the second in Dance for the Screen  at The Place (London 

Contemporary Dance School). Since then his art practice has become solely 

devoted to film/video as a medium to articulate gesture.

Often 

what  is referred to as natural is not ònaturaló at all but has probably been 

fashioned and controlled by man for ce nturies, for example, neat field syst ems 

with planted hedgerows - a òmanufacturedó natural landscape. The Public Park 

is the gold standard for manufactured landscapes. Everything is ordered and 

clipped.

Caitriona Dunnettõs series of works for At Play  comprises five small d igital 

montages, assembled from photographs of dolls, props, backgrounds and 

paintings. The constructed images have been digitally painted over to 

reference western portrait miniature paintings. This genre at one time 

commemorated family ties or proclaimed  social status, in the same way as 

photography portraits do today.  Playfully presenting the photographs as 

historical truth, the artist invites the viewer to project their own fantasies onto 

her miniature stages.  

 

An Irish artist living in London, Dunnet t explores memory and longing through 

factual and fictitious narratives.  She gained a MFA in Photography from 

Rhode Island School of Design (RISD), USA and a BA in Photography from 

Nottingham Trent University.

Between You, Me and the Gatepost  consists of six coloured cubes, each with a 

mirrored surface.  Three of the boxes contain hidden worlds which can be 

revealed by pressing a light switch.  The hidden worlds are dreamlike, surreal 

places that can be interpreted in various ways.  Stories may be invented or 

childhood memories evoked.  The spaces may create dif ferent sensations - of 

security or insecurity; rules and the unruly; dark places or light ones; open or 

enclosed ones.  There are cultural and mythological references but ð as viewer ð 

you will make your own unique discoveries.  

 

Linda Francis'  work has fre quently involved the viewer in more than the act of 

viewing.  Some form of p articipation, whether simply a òvoyage of discoveryó or 

an active participation, has b een an important part of her  journey.  Sometimes 

the work itself has been òactiveó, slowly melting as you watch, or being too hot 

to approach.

Drape  is a transient object. It becomes a landscape the viewer can respond to 

while observing it. Sculpted from the  very mundane material of cardboard, the 

work is caught in flux between the formal structure of packaging and something 

more organic... between rock crevasses and fabric folds.  

 

A spillage is an arbitrary form determined by the surface of the floor, the d ensity 

and texture of the spilt mixture and the way it hits the ground.  Spill is modeled to 

look like a sliced section of a tree trunk interjecting the idea of structure, 

containment and control to offset the notion of an unrestrained spillage.

In Palette, 20 Assorted Colour Inks (Burnt Sienna),  the artist  resurrects a 1970s 

childrenõs favourite. Using a simple Spirograph kit she creates huge, intricate, 

colourful drawings. This drawing is one of a set of 20; each using a different 

colour from her pack of ballpoint pens. You may remember the Spirograph toy 

from your own childhood; the cogs, the gears and pins laid out in a flimsy plastic 

tray. Remember also the frustration of never being able to re -create the patterns 

on th e box as the pen slips and the paper tears? Halliwell transforms the 

Spirograph motif into beautiful mandalas in which mistakes are absorbed into 

the whole to stunning effect.

Homesick drawings, obsessive and lonely yet 

comforting and sweet, they each construct a safe, homey space that delights in 

its particular location.  Beneath each, h owever, lies a nagging worry of how 

anyone could reach it.  Loneliness hangs around the images.  They are soothing 

constructions, small and lovingly laboured over, but also undeniably unlikely.  

 

A visual artist and writer, with degrees from Central Saint M artins and Brown 

University, USA, Johnson exhibits throughout the UK and USA. Her practice 

explores the overlaps a nd disconnects between where we ha ve been, where 

we are and where we woul d like to be.  Losses we treat as ordinary ð days 

ending, landscapes changing, years passing ð are mingled with larger inevitable 

changes such as friends growing apart or the death of a loved one.

DO THIS! is a series of boards and is inspired by Daniel Lehanõs recent project 

exploring how children play.  A set of site -specific instructions devised for this 

exhibition, it aims to encourage visitors to enter fully into the At Play  spirit. By 

following the instructions located in, and outside the building, the visitor performs 

small playful actions and, in doing so , becomes part of this exhibition.  

 

Lehanõs works often begin with simple instructions that any man, or woman, in 

the street can follow: òmake a sign saying what you want ó; òwrite down your 

darkest thought ó; òcollect unusual stories from a newspaper ó; òimagine the 

photograph you wish you had taken to record an important event in your life ó.   

The artist uses understated calm and reassuring charm to encourage people to 

interact and create these works with him. The end products are a rich patchwork 

of thought s and ideas gathered from the minutiae of peopleõs lives.

In Untitled Accident Series a  camera witnesses the aftermath of an accident in a 

city - the gathering of people; the police officers and the firefighters as the 

momentum stops, creating a series of enigmatic images. They ar e strange but 

also familiar. A fascination for a dramatic event or a form of voyeurism that 

could also be found in the media is contradicted with the use of a technique 

that gives the impression that the actions are in fact happening in a staged 

model.  

 

In Reconstruction of an Endless Column, the screen displays a recorded gesture: 

an artist endlessly piling up cups in his studio.  Like the bicycle wheel Marcel 

Duchamp played with to find inspiration before it became an actual work of art, 

this action can b e interpreted in many ways , raising questions around the 

òvalidityó of the artwork and the artistõs practice. Despite the humorous homage 

to Brancusi, the obvious child -game of piling stuff, the way of passing time with a 

non -productive task, the relation with the discovery of the elementary forces like 

gravity, the viewer can observe ironically the representation of an artist at work.  

 

Arnaud Moinet creates situations that òbounceó between their simulation and 

their reality in which the viewer can e xperien ce an òalienating effectó. Therefore 

through a broad use of media Moinet explores and invents new uses for works, 

including audio or visual forms of the past, within their own constructions.

In Can,  lines of cans act as threads, together creating a wall of fabric that hangs 

off a circular architectural structure. The installation is a sensory environment that 

appeals to sound and touch and is created by an everyday object in multiple.  

Exploring materials in different contexts, in her work Can , the artist seeks to focus 

on different relationships between construction, material and the body to build, 

occupy and contain.  

 

Elizabeth Murton studied Textiles at Goldsmiths within the Fine Art depart ment. 

Here she developed her interest in construction and textile structures, such as 

weaving, which led to 2d and 3d works exploring process and movement 

through both sculpture and mark making.

In this work, the artist focuses on her own fingers rapidly taking up the floor of her 

studio, frantically burrowing and scratching  into the ground. This instinctive act 

becomes imbued in angst, agitation and neurosis, her fingers taking on an 

animalistic independence of their own.  

 

Nicola Pomery lives and works in London. She graduated in 2008 with an MA in 

Fine Art from the Byam Sha w School of Art, Central St. Martins. Exhibiting 

throughout the UK, she is i nspired by nature, organic growth and decay, her 

practice centering on repetitive, compulsive actions that resemble private rituals 

or neurotic tendencies.

In Lightwait ghost -like objects representing furniture in a room are destroyed by 

the actions their solid -state cousins were made to receive. There is an element of 

comedy as the figure attempts to carry o ut everyday tasks with the fragile 

models. In photographs and lo -fi animations, the artist brings to life cartoon -like 

sculptures painstakingly crafted from wire and translucent fabric. By recreating 

somewhat banal and commonplace household objects and int eriors through a 

time -consuming and labour -intensive process, the artist draws attention to their 

òeverydaynessó at the same time elevating the status of these ordinary items 

furnishing our lives.
